  ‘Exceptional circumstances’ (verifiable and unforeseen circumstances outside of your control) could excuse 
the conduct for which the infringement notice was issued. For example:  

• A medical emergency (an injury/illness posing an immediate risk to a person’s life or long-
term health)  

• A vehicle breakdown  
 

 The infringement notice was issued to the incorrect person or vehicle. For example, you were not in the 
location or the incorrect registration was recorded.  

 
 You have ‘special circumstances’. In relation to infringements, ‘special circumstances’ are considered to be:

• Not noticing or misreading a parking sign  
• Being unaware of which vehicles can use Loading Zones or Permit Zones  
• Incorrectly displaying a dual-registration or transferable parking permit  

• Running out of petrol, or experiencing vehicle issues that did not
